In the end the younggun Phillip Kundratitz took the victory, ahead of Georgi Mihaylov from Bulgaria and Roland Tschoder from Ischgl.

The only non-Austrian podium picture was taken in the girls competition, where the first place went to Maria „Mät“ Teifl from Reith im Winkl. She was able to beat the Argentinian favorite Chani Michaux and Miriam Hofmann in her last run and is now enjoying her Sick Trick Tour trophy as well as valuable TTR and QParks Tour ranking points. Moreover she has now the possibility to take part in the Austrian Snowboard Masters 2012. The K.S.C. club championship went to Florian Heim from the Zillertal before the two locals Tobias Hechl and Claus Unterrainer. At the subsequent official after contest party in the El Dorado bar in Kitzbühel, the live band „Dave & the Pussies“ from Fieberbrunn raised the roof and rocked the crowd until the early morning.
